A play of life and death, promised in a moment of mortal threat - so began the history of the Oberammergau Passion 

Play in 1633. In the middle of the Thirty Years War, after months of suffering and death from the plague, the 

Oberammergauers joined their prayers and made a vow that they would perform the "Play showing the Suffering, 

Death and Resurrection of Our Lord Jesus Christ" every ten years. At Pentecost 1634, they fulfilled their pledge for the 

first time on a stage they put up in the cemetery above the fresh graves of the plague victims. In the year 2000, the 

Community of Oberammergau performed the Passion PlayPassion PlayPassion PlayPassion Play they have preserved throughout the centuries with singular 

continuity, for the 40th time.  Miraculously the plague never came back.

In this spirit, during a work period of several years, text and music were fundamentally revised, new settings and 

costumes were designed and a new production was created in countless rehearsals. Now, close to half of the 5 300 

villagers of Oberammergauers participate in one way or another, as actors, singers, instrumentalists and stage 

technicians, and bring to the stage those events that  Christianity regards as its central source of life and hope, in 

approximately six hours of playing time.  There could be simultaneously up to 500 actors on the scene.

Day 1: Departure  
Transatlantic night flight 
Day 2: Seefeld (D)  
Arrival at Munich airport, where you will be welcomed by our 

representative. Transfer to Seefeld. Check-in at the  “Die Post” 

hotel, your home for the next 6 days. Your representative will 

inform you about the program of your stay. Rest in the afternoon 

or stroll at your leisure to discover the Center of Seefeld. See the   

Seekirchl, a small, onion-domed church, and the Pfarrhügel, an 

extension of the Gschwandtkopf into the town center forming a 

small attractive hill. The Wildsee, to the south of Seefeld's 

pedestrian center, is a favorite spot for visitors to walk, swim or 

sunbathe. Welcome dinner at the hotel. 
 

Day 3: excursion to Innsbruck (B,D)  
After breakfast leave for an interesting excursion to 

Innsbruck, the state capital of Tyrol scenically squeezed 

between two impressive mountain chains.  Past and future 

meet in the heart of the Alps: Innsbruck’s world-famous 

sights, which testify to the province’s great past, stand 

alongside post-modern international architecture to create 

a fascinating blend. During a guided city tour (partly 

walking/ partly coach) you will see the Imperial Palace, 

Ambras Palace, Ottoburg and the Wilten Basilica as well as 

the Golden Roof, Innsbruck’s most  well known tourist 

attraction. Dinner and night in Seefeld.  
Day 4: Oberammergau: Passion Play (B,L,D)  
After breakfast transfer by Coach to Oberammergau, 60 KM 

off Seefeld in the southern part of Bavaria.  Upon arrival in 

Oberammergau enjoy some free time to feel the 

atmosphere of this picturesque village. 

A three course lunch will be served around noon.  

Performance starts after lunch. The Oberammergau Passion 

Play, relating the last days of Our Lord Jesus Christ (His 

Suffering, Death and Resurrection) takes place every 10 

years.  It started at Pentecost 1634 in accomplishment of a 

vow made in 1633 by the inhabitants after months of 

suffering and death from the plague that miraculously never 

came back.  Dinner will be served at the beak.  After the 
Play return back to the Hotel in  Seefeld.   
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Day 5: Seefeld (B,D)  
Day of leisure to relax and enjoy the charming village of 

Seefeld very popular with walkers because of its location on 

a high plateau.  Besides the beautiful walking areas in the 

mountains there are also many attractive walking spaces at 

the natural reserve of Wildmoos, around Lake Wildsee or 

along the Leutascher Ache.  All this in a breathtaking beauty 

of mountains and nature . Dinner and overnight in Seefeld. 
 

 
Day 6: excursion to Neuschwanstein, (B,D)  
After breakfast excursion to Neuschwanstein Castle in 

Füssen, about 100 KM from Seefeld. This famous castle was 

the creation of the mad King Ludwig and an inspiration for 

Walt Disney’s Sleeping Beauty Castle. On your way visit of the 

famous Rococo church in Wies (Wieskirche) - (Church-in-the-

meadow).  Farewell dinner and overnight in Seefeld. 
 
Day 7:  Return home (B)

Upon signing your registration form a deposit of $500.00 to Spiritours with an international money order or by personal check (Canada only). This deposit 
does not include health, baggage or trip insurance. The balance is due no less than 90 days from departure.  The tour operator reserves the right to cancel your 
booking if payments are not received within 5 days after their due date.   

CANCELLATION CHARGES 

90 days and prior: $500.00  
Less than 90 days: no refund 
 
Changes to a Booking: A passenger wishing to make a change to the original booking must notify the Tour Operator outside of 90 days prior to departure.  An 
administration charge from $50 to $300 will be levied for such changes. Changes within 90 days of departure will not be accepted and will be considered as a 
cancellation.
